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1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.
It sets out changes and exceptions to our normal behaviour policy. Pupils, parents and staff should continue to follow our normal behaviour policy with respect to anything not covered in this addendum.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.
2. Expectations for pupils in school
2.1 New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently. 
Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact the Headteacher if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them and support them to integrate back into school life.
In line with government guidance daily life at Egerton has had to change. Every effort was made to support the children in understanding the reasons behind these changes and what life would be like before September 2020. These changes include:

· Staggered drop off and pick up times with parents wearing masks and leaving the school site immediately.

· Classes arranged into bubbles. Each child having their own seat and equipment.

· Regular hand washing and sanitizing

· Sneezing, coughing have ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach with tissues placed immediately in bins

· All rooms are ventilated with windows and doors kept open

· Playing to take place in zoned areas for each bubble to ensure no mixing

· Lunchtime – bubbles have an assigned Mid-Day Assistant, they sit on one side of a table and only leave the hall when all children in the bubble have finished eating

· Moving around school is strictly supervised. Toilets can only be used by one bubble at a time.

· Telling an adult if they are experiencing symptoms of coronavirus

· Not to cough or spit at or towards any other person

2.2 Rewards and sanctions for following rules
To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will:

· Provide support and praise throughout a school day

· Rewards in dojos/merits will be awarded

· Friday celebration assemblies will be lead by the Headteacher in every bubble when certificates will be awarded

However, if pupils fail to follow these rules, we will:

· Follow the school’s behaviour policy – the only change will be isolation within a classroom rather than being sent to another class.

· Persistent rule breaking will quickly be referred to the Headteacher who will inform parents

2.3 Changed rules 
Until further notice, we will alter the following school rules:

· Expectations for attendance – the latest government guidance says attendance is mandatory from September. The school’s attendance policy can be found on the school website. 
· Expectations for uniform – the children are asked to wear school uniform with the exception of PE days when they will come to school dressed in their PE kit.

3. Expectations for pupils at home
3.1 Remote learning rules
If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure their children follow them. Parents should contact the Headteacher if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them and support them with their learning.
· Complete work to the deadline set by teachers on Seesaw or Tapestry
· Seek help if they need it, from teachers 
· Alert teachers if they’re not able to complete work
· Post their completed work and respond to feedback
· Use proper online conduct, such as using appropriate language in messages
3.2 Dealing with problems
If there are any problems with pupils adhering to rules around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will contact the parents to discuss this or make a home visit if this would be more useful.
Devices will be provided for those children who require them. Parents will sign a document to state they have received this device.

4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated, and as a minimum of 2 weeks by the Headteacher.
